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MNA members at Sparrow and St.
Lawrence hospitals in Lansing won
a 3-year contract with 5 percent per
year pay increases, additional step
increases of 2.5 percent and longev-
ity bonuses for nurses at the top
of the pay scale. Nurses also won
expanded staffing and the first “no
single lift” policy in Michigan.

New Jersey hospitals and nursing
homes must publicly post the num-
ber of licensed or registered health
care professionals on each shift
under state law enacted with sup-
port of New Jersey nurses.

RNs and Nurse Practitioners at the
Ingham County, Michigan Health
Department voted overwhelmingly
for representation by the Michigan
Nurses Association over the incum-
bent independent union.
